Fire Chief’s Report: by Chief Wayne Moore

Glad to report it was pretty quiet considering the storm that came through. Many of us were out with our chainsaws keeping the roads as clear as possible and helping with a generator to keep freezers from thawing.

· Dec. 2nd- Mutual Aid to Langlois. Power lines down. 6 Firefighters, and engine 5804 responded.

· Dec. 7th-No power to radios. Roll over in Langlois-helped with traffic control. No injuries.

Safety Officer's Report: by Captain Howard Walter

· Each training session by the Sixes Volunteer Firefighters, includes a safety lesson

· Two of the most recent w3ere responding to emergency calls while a general emergency is occurring. This specifically was the storm of December 4 and 5. While the storm was brewing, we had a mutual aid response with Langlois Fire. Winds were quite strong and gusts even more so.  Safety in these circumstances must include, extreme car in moving people and equipment to the scene, and of course on scene taking especial care insuring safety to equipment and firefighters. Additionally, caution was encouraged in clearing downed trees and limbs in the roadway while the storm is raging.

· Second session by Chief Moore was a focus on the comparably new hazard related to hybrid automobiles. It will be increasingly a problem, as more of the hybrid cars are on the roads. New issues that must be given attention would include: the voltage to run the car would most likely remain operative even if auto was in an accident, it may also allow the auto to move if accelerator is moved, and importantly, they run quiet. Also if the battery pack catches fire, fumes are hazardous. More instruction will occur on this subject.
